* |In 2023, the joint incubation project with EESPA (which transformed into GENA)
was approved, and started making progress. In 2024, the first results will become
available, and the eventual conclusion will start to come in sight.

« The technical specifications of a Starting Environment will be concluded in the
early part of 2024 and the possibility that the incubation project can go into
production in 2Q2024 remains desirable and feasible.

* The outline of an organisational and governance model of closer cooperation
